The USAID-funded RISE-Haiti SPOTLIGHT projectis a social medicine, HIV provider stigma and discrimination prevention
project that will lead to the development of materials and approaches to be rolled out by the Government of Haiti’s (GOH)
HIV/AIDS National Program (PNLS) and implemented by health providers across the country. RISE-Haiti SPOTLIGHT aims
to supportthe GOH to achieveand sustain control of the HIV epidemic by improving the quality of HIV services, particulary
HIV treatment and care, in five targeted geographic departments (North, North East, Ouest, Arbonite, and South) to aid in
retainingnewand continuing patients in treatment, thereby contributingto UNAIDS 95-95-95 goals.
